Analysis and proposals of the RCCSB/CNCSB for the Convention: "The Covenant of Mayors 2.0 for a smart city" (Naples, 09/12/2014)

The Campania Network for the Civilization of the Sun and of the Biodiversity (RCCSB/ CNCSB) -  a non-governmental organization based in Naples – participates in the Convention "The Covenant of Mayors 2.0 for a smart city", which is organized by "Climate Alliance" in the City of Naples (Castel dell’Ovo, 09/12/2014). On this occasion, the RCCSB intends to bring its special contribution to the debate about how we have to deal with climate change - at various levels - especially through a radical change in our development model and with the consequent transition to non-fossil,  renewable and environmentally sustainable energy sources. 

In its intervention, the associative network led by Antonio D'Acunto (first signatory of the Popular Initiative Bill on "Culture and diffusion of solar energy in Campania", unanimously approved by the Campania Regional Assembly  as the Regional Act no. 1/2013) wants to emphasize its opposition to a strategy that is gradually transforming the fight against climate change (with the clear and radical choices that it entails) in the mere pursuit of technical and administrative measures, based on ambiguous concepts like "adaptation" and "mitigation." 

"Contrast and adaptation are two alternatives strategies – the Directive Board of the RCCSB states – so we think that it is necessary that States, Regions and local Authorities will adopt serious and effective economic/ecological measures, rather than just ‘manage’ the most serious crisis that threatens our planet, not chipping away at its structural causes."

In this sense, the RCCSB reaffirms the centrality of the cited Campania Regional Act – which has been obtained thanks to a relevant  grassroots participation  - and the importance of the measures that have already been suggested to a not complying Campania Regional Government and to a favorable, but so far little receptive, Naples City Administration. 
These proposals are mainly the "Guidelines" to drawing up the PESC/MSEP (Municipal Solar Energy Plans) , an essential tool that gives local communities a pivotal role in the field of energy resources, and also the innovative project "From the Eco-Bales to the Pyramids of the Sun", which would transform the waste storage site of Giugliano (NA) in a large plant for the production of solar energy, restoring that land and so greatly enhancing it. 

On these points the RCCSB/CNCSB asks the Authorities clear answers and, at the same time, it want to stimulate a process of collective grassroots mobilization against climate change, supporting local governments and regions, but to induce them to fight it instead of to adapt to it. 
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
